· These courses are suitable for students who are expecting to gain their Level 2 Qualification this summer, by getting at least 5 GCSE’s in five different subjects at grades A*, A, B or C, including English and Maths.  The majority of subjects expect the minimum of a B grade to continue with study at this level.
· Students wishing to go onto Higher Education will normally study four (or occasionally five) AS courses in Year 12 and then take three (or four) of these onto A2 in year 13.

· In Year 12, an AS subject will normally be allocated five lessons each week with the expectation of at least another three hours of personal study outside lesson time.
· Not all combinations of choice can be guaranteed, but we will make every effort to make your choices work out. Courses are subject to minimum numbers of students wishing to take them.

· Any subject offered at AS level will also be offered at A2, but not necessarily with the same time allocation and not necessarily (in the case of New College courses) on this site.


· Entry onto the Level 2 course requires at least 3  D grades or above at GCSE.  This qualification is equivalent to four high grade passes at GCSE.  Students who are successful at this level can progress to Level 3 courses or seek employment, apprenticeships or training at the end of Year 12.
· The Level 3 course is equivalent to 2 AS levels and has the same entry requirements.   The majority of students would study up to a further two AS subjects.

· These courses are allocated ten lessons each week.   
· As part of your course it will be necessary to take re-sits in English and Maths if a grade C or above has not already been achieved in each of these subjects.  Each subject will add an additional 2 hours per week.
